Research and annotate your chosen images. Look for: 

• Cultural and historical context of the brand and time period 

• Connotations of colour 

• Representation of gender 

• Use of language. Who is the advert aimed towards and why? 

Research the codes and conventions of the ‘monster movie’ film poster. 

Make notes about compositions (layout), fonts, colour, representation of ‘the monster’ and 

(usually female) victims. The ‘Universal Monsters’ and ‘Hammer Horror’ productions would be a
