· To enjoy drama and develop a passion for at least one of the following roles in the industry: designer, devisor, director, performer, choreographer and a stage manager with knowledge of how these skills can be used in future career paths whether they chose to work within the industry or not.

	Students will understand and practically explore, a wide variety of theatre styles including: Melodrama / Renaissance theatre / Greek theatre and Commedia dell’arte. 

Students will develop their understanding and practical ability amongst these styles and will take part in a wide variety of workshops and mini performances 

Students will be encouraged to make valid feedback contributions alongside developing their ability to evaluate their pieces.

Students will work co-operatively within a group giving valuable input on ideas and be able to listen to others

Students will experiment with physical and vocal skills in order to develop and rehearse a stock character with Melodrama and Commedia Del’Arte.

Students will use the performance space well and perform a character with confidence

Students will be able to create a character profile and understand how it creates a fully crafted character

	Students will understand the Frantic Assembly Techniques of ‘Hymn Hands’ and ‘Round by through’ ‘ Body as a set’ ‘Choreographed sequence’  and will devise a group piece based on a key scene from Curious Incident.  

Students will work collaboratively in a group with confidence, ensuring that their work considers timing, energy and the use of physical theatre techniques. 

Students will watch examples of professional performances and will be able to identify conventions of physical theatre used within them.

Students will perform a well -crafted character whilst ensuring that their choreography is performed with fluidity and energy.




	Students will understand the term devising and be able to analyse a wide variety of stimulus through vocal discussions

Students will be able to complete research using primary and secondary sources.

Students will be able to create a range of initial ideas for a potential piece of the theatre. 

Students will be able to create a vision for their final group performance, considering the target audience and what conventions they use to create meaning to the audience.

Students will be able to create a crafted character that has been developed and analysed through research

Students will always be able to be professional throughout the rehearsal process, working as a team and considering a range of ideas. 

Students will be able to produce a portfolio that shows a journey of the devising process including character development.

Students will be able to create a written evaluation and reflection of the final performance using key terminology and suggestions for further improvement.
