Lesson subsidy

Subsidised lessons are available for some students at the College. The College will be able to confirm if your child is eligible for this. If your child is entitled to lesson subsidy, the College will pay £4.25 towards the cost of each lesson.

When lessons take place

Instrumental lessons take place during the school day (including during break and lunch times). Instrumental teachers create their own timetables for lessons. Students’ lesson times should change every week to help avoid missing the same curriculum lesson. Instrument teachers will liaise with students and parents directly regarding their instrument lesson times. Both 20 minute and 30 minute lessons are available. It is the students’ responsibility to make sure they turn up to their lesson on the right day and at the right time.
	
Paying for lessons

Each instrumental teacher will liaise with parents directly regarding payment for instrumental lessons. Instrumental teachers should be paid directly (the College will not accept any money for instrumental lessons; please do not pay via ParentPay). 

Hiring or purchasing instruments

If your child does not own an instrument already, there are places that hire instruments out. If you wish to buy a new instrument, it is possible to purchase instruments through the College at a discounted rate as part of the assisted instrument purchase scheme. If you would like to purchase an instrument through the College, or would like advice about hiring an instrument, please email either Mrs Freeman or Mrs Gray at the College. 

Terminating lessons

Instrumental lessons inside school are provided by external, visiting teachers. If you wish to stop your child’s instrumental lessons, you will need to contact the instrumental teacher directly.
