Dear Parents/Carers of Year 11 students
The College has received a few calls and emails concerning work being set for Year 11 students to complete at home that will then be used to ascertain their final GCSE grade.
Please rest assured that this is not the case. The College recently emailed all parents a letter from Ofqual to students, which amongst other information states the following: 
Do I need to complete any new work for my school/college to submit a grade?  
Your school or college is not required to set additional mock exams or homework for your centre assessment grade, and you won’t be disadvantaged if you were not set, or were unable to complete, any work given out after schools were closed. 
Can I take my exams another time? 
We are working with exam boards to offer additional exams in the autumn term as soon as it is possible to do so. We’ll let you know about these in the coming weeks.  
You can find out more about which qualifications and students are included, and the current arrangements for those which are not, in our detailed guidance; along with answers to other questions that you and your parents or carers might have. We will keep updating our guidance as new information becomes available. 
Please be reassured that the grades you get this summer will look exactly the same as in previous years, and they will have equal status with universities, colleges and employers, to help you move forward in your lives as planned. 
I have re-attached the letter just in case you need to share this once again with your child.
The College will continue to provide work, revision resources and exam questions with mark schemes for Year 11 students, in case at some point in the future they wish to sit the exam and improve their grade. We understand that most courses are either complete or near completion, so some tasks will be for recall and reinforcement. 

Although we know that the exams will not take place in the summer, this work is there to ensure that students have full access to the knowledge requirements of each course should they wish to sit the examination at a future date.
 
As I am sure you are aware, the next steps of your child’s education build upon the knowledge they have gained previously.  Therefore, our advice is that it is sensible, if they can, to complete the work that has been set.  It will also mean that any potential gaps in knowledge are addressed as best we can and students will be fully prepared for the next stage of their education/career pathway.

I can reassure students that any work completed, submitted or not after the national closure of all schools and colleges will not form part of the evidence used to determine their GCSE grade.
