These websites have been identified by some of the country’s leading educational experts and offer a wide range of support and resources for pupils of all ages.
The list currently includes resources for the following subjects at no cost:

These individual resources are not there to replace the work currently being set on ‘Show my Homework’ for students, but to support and help both parents/carers and students during these challenging times.
The list will be reviewed and updated over time. The Local Authority is also continuing to update their Home Learning Hub.

There is now a section called ‘Explaining the coronavirus to young children’ with resources including a new book by Nosy Crow, illustrated by Axel Scheffler (The Gruffalo); as well as the Children’s Commissioner’s Guide to Coronavirus.
There is also a wonderful resource, created by Strengthening Minds, an organisation based in London.  The Strengthening Minds Guide to Staying Home…In Style is a brilliant resource full of ideas, games, activities and resources for families with young children including a section on wellbeing and mindfulness.
