	Knowledge and Skills
	Knowledge: Van Gogh
Students will learn about the artist Vincent Van Gogh. They will learn about his life and understand how his art was affected by his emotions and response to the world around him. 
Students will learn how to respond to art and to consider elements of the work. Students will talk and write about what they think. 
Students will learn about impressionism and post impressionism. 
Students will learn about landmarks, local, national and worldwide. 
Students will learn about colour theory and how colours work together. 
Students will learn about the formal elements of art. Line, Form, Texture, Pattern, Colour and Value. This topic will focus mainly on Texture, Pattern and Colour.
Skills: 
Drawing, Mark Making, Colour mixing, Paintbrush control. Watercolour techniques. 


	Knowledge: Ian MacArthur Animals
Students will learn about the Ian MacArthur. They will learn about his life and understand how he created his animals. They will learn the difference between realism and surrealism. 
Students will understand about the contour of a surface and how to create patterns and textures that follow the contour of their drawn animal. 

Students will learn about the formal elements of art. Line, Form, Texture, Pattern, Colour and Value. This topic will focus mainly on Texture, Pattern and line. Students will understand how to create impact in their patterns by using contrast. 
Skills: 
Drawing, Mark Making, Shading, Printing. 

Knowledge: Still Life
Students will learn about still life. They will be introduced to a range of still life artists. They will learn about Cezanne and then create work in response to what they have seen. 
Students will learn a range of pencil techniques: Blending, Cross Hatching, Stippling and Scribbling. They will learn how to build layers of oil pastel for a successful still life artwork. 

Students will learn about the formal elements of art. Line, Form, Texture, Pattern, Colour and Value. This topic will focus mainly on line, Tone, Colour and Value. 
Skills: 
Drawing, Mark Making, Shading,Cross Hatching, Stippling, Scribbling, Blending, Oil Pastel. Pen. 

	Knowledge: Insects
Students will learn about the artist’s Christopher Marley and Mike Libby and Cornelia Hesse-Honeggar. They will learn about their background and how they created their art. 
Student will learn what an insect is and the characteristics of and insect. 

Students will learn about the formal elements of art. Line, Form, Texture, Pattern, Colour and Value. This topic will focus mainly on Texture, Pattern and line.
Students will understand how to create impact in their composition by repeating their drawings to create patterns and giving their pattern impact though the clever use of colour.

Knowledge: Day of the Dead.( el Día de los Muertos)
Students will learn about Mexican Culture. They will be introduced to the day of the dead Mexican holiday and what it means. Students will be introduced to significant Mexican artists (Frieda Kahlo, Diego Rivera, Leonora Carrington) that influenced the development of art and culture in Mexico.   
Students will learn about facial structure and proportion though drawing skulls.

Students will learn about the formal elements of art. Line, Form, Texture, Pattern, Colour and Value. This topic will focus mainly on line, Tone, Colour and Value.

	Assessment:
This topic has individual success criteria based on the knowledge and skills taught. This topic has individual success criteria based on the knowledge and skills taught. Students are made aware in advance of the success criteria and given feedback on how to improve against this criteria. 

Before each data drop we assess student’s overall progress on four areas. (See Below)
AO1 - Show you can analyse and evaluate your own and others artist’s work. Create and develop your own artwork inspired by that artist. Show progress with your ideas.
AO2 – Create work using lots of different media, materials, techniques and ways of working. Improve your artistic skills and ideas as you explore.
AO3 – Record ideas and observations relevant to the topic by drawing, taking photos, collecting images and writing. Work should be presented well and artwork should demonstrate ability.
AO4 – Create a final artwork that you have been planning. You should show skill in the formal elements such as line, value, shape, form, texture, pattern and colour.

Meeting Needs: 
All students will participate in the learning through experimental and practical tasks. 

Students who struggle with drawing or other skills or learning are supported with help-sheets / templates so they can develop other skills without being hindered. We are quick to respond to students who require additional adjustments to access the learning. Individual feedback is given regularly. 

The seating plan is always considered when placing SEN students so they are easily approached by TA’s and our art technician. 

We have more challenging extension tasks for the more able who finish the lesson tasks early and to a high standard. Higher ability students who work slowly are given one to one guidance on how to stretch their skills to a higher level.
