	Knowledge and Skills
	Knowledge: Surrealism: 
Students will learn about the Surrealism Movement and significant people and artists associated with the movement such as Sigmund Freud, Andre Bretton, Yvan Goll, Salvador Dali, MC Escher and Rene Magritte. 

Students will learn about the artist Salvador Dali in more depth and use his work as inspiration for their practical work.

Students will learn how to draw eyes and skulls and how to change and develop an idea to make it more surreal. The development process is more in-depth than previous years so that student’s work can become more individual and personalised. 

Skills: Painting, Drawing, Mono-printing Analysis, Discussion, Drawing, Shading, Watercolour Techniques, pen and wash work, white pencil on black work, Mixed media, Collage. Working on a selection of different surfaces. Collage. 


	Knowledge: Wassily Kandinsky 
Students will learn about the artist Wassily Kandinsky. They will learn about his life and artistic process. They will understand what his work is about and how to replicate how he created works of art from music. Students will learn how to make connections between shape and colour through sounds and mood. 

Students will refine watercolour and pencil techniques and extend the boundaries of the material though experimentation. Students will learn how to refine composition to create balance using elements of shape and colour. 
Students will combine all the skills practiced in a final piece. 

Skills:
Pencil work, Watercolour techniques, White pencil on black paper, Layering and blending coloured pencil on different surfaces, collage. 
	Knowledge: Portraiture
Students will learn about the history of portraiture and by extension will look at silhouette portraiture. We will look at work by historical artist’s such as Leonardo da Vinci’s Mona Lisa through to more contemporary artists like Bansky and Antonio Mora. 

Photoshop or similar digital image manipulation. Learn about layers and the basic tools. Students will also learn about filters. 
Students will learn how to photoshop images like Antonio Mora. 

Students will learn how to create portrait artwork like Banksy and to combine it with the abstract work of Kandinsky. 

Students will learn more about facial proportions.

Before each data drop we assess student’s overall progess on four areas. (See Below)
AO1 - Show you can analyse and evaluate your own and others artist’s work. Create and develop your own artwork inspired by that artist. Show progress with your ideas.
AO2 – Create work using lots of different media, materials, techniques and ways of working. Improve your artistic skills and ideas as you explore.
AO3 – Record ideas and observations relevant to the topic by drawing, taking photos, collecting images and writing. Work should be presented well and artwork should demonstrate ability.
AO4 – Create a final artwork that you have been planning. You should show skill in the formal elements such as line, value, shape, form, texture, pattern and colour.
