Through the Non Exam Assessed Piece students learn to research, structure and compose extended arguments as well as independently acquire the textual knowledge to inform their interpretations of literary texts. 
Pupils are also taught to adhere to conventions, formatting and citation methods associated with academic essays.
Knowledge about writers’ methods, context, and relent secondary reading is contingent upon texts selected for comparison by students in consultation with NEA tutors.

The knowledge acquired through the historicist exploration of the AQA poetry, alongside the various literary texts aid in the study of a variety of extracts featuring a range of relevant themes.

	
	Subject specific pedagogy
	Student will show their understanding and knowledge of texts through: group discussion, paired work, presentations to class.

 Reading and discussing a range of texts, both fiction and non-fiction to explore writers’ methods and develop a critical appreciation and response to the writers’ skills. We embed opportunities to engage with texts of their own choice and through both complete texts and extracts studied in lesson to pique interest, we encourage pupils to explore Literature further to embed their love of learning. 

Students will perfect their essay writing skills to argue ideas from texts they have studied in response to a variety of stimuli.
Pupils are encouraged to work on extending vocabulary and developing uses of varied punctuation, sentence forms, following the example of the academics whose work has been studied. Pupils’ love of learning is reinforced though positive feedback.

Jerome Bruner, Lev Vygotsky, Jean Piaget, Benjamin Bloom, Paolo Freire, David Stevens, Lauren Berlant and others, have all influenced our pedagogy.
