	Curriculum Intent: Key Stage Three Geography builds on the knowledge learnt from Key Stage Two by dividing the subject into three themes (Human Geography, Physical Geography and Environmental Geography) and developing relevant and appropriate examples so that students can become active citizens that are enthused by the subject and have the practical skills to play a key role in society. Key Stage Three Geography has clear links to the current GCSE and A Level courses, but also includes elements to support our vision of creating active citizens of the future.

	Pursuit of Excellence
	Knowledge and Skills
	Students will understand the three types of Geography which have designed their curriculum. Students will have a knowledge and skills check against Key Stage 2 National Curriculum requirements within the first two weeks. Students will then develop their enquiry and atlas reading skills. Finally, students will investigate some ‘fantastic places’ around the world, including Death Valley, Easter Island and Stonehenge.
	Students will understand their place on a variety of scales (locally, nationally, and globally). Students will understand the various types of settlement, be introduced to the history of the local area, and understand past, present and future changes in settlements in Britain. Students have the opportunity to conduct a decision-making exercise and fieldwork on the school site/in the local area. Students will be introduced to Geographical Information Systems, using online platforms to support learning in school and at home.
	Students will understand the processes that create various landscapes. These include processes of erosion, transportation, deposition, weathering, and tectonic activity. Using this knowledge, students will apply this to real life examples, include mountains and coastal areas. The topic finishes with a debate into how landscapes should be used, with students taking the role of stakeholders. This is to reinforce their understand but also to develop their speaking and listening skills.

	
	Subject specific pedagogy
	Students will experience a combination of individual, paired and group work to support them in transition to the College. Activities and tasks selected have been based on ideas from the Royal Geographical Society and look to provide access to an engaging curriculum for the start. Our aim is to develop curiosity and enquiry so students can be enthused by the subject.
	This topic will utilise existing local knowledge and give students a chance to enquire about changes to Whittlesey, Cambridgeshire and Britain. Students should leave each lesson feeling more sure about their place in the world and how they can influence changes.  
	Students will experience a greater sense of independence in this topic. Students will be expected to enquire and research to develop their knowledge, which will be supported by their class teacher. We aim to give students the tools to apply to the world around them.

	Extending the boundaries of learning
	Cultural Capital and beyond the curriculum
	There are opportunities to explore the resources within the library. Students will be expected to complete regular home learning which will consolidate and extend their learning. Throughout Year 7 there is a focus on learning key terminology.  There are clear links with History and Science, but we are also encouraging students to become citizens of the world that are interested and accepting of different cultures.
	SMSC – cultural diversity and tolerance of other faiths/beliefs/cultures. Students will understand reasons for different types of migration and growth of settlements. Students have the opportunity to conduct their own fieldwork through home learning or during lessons.
	Students will have regular home learning to consolidate and extend their learning. There are links with Science; specifically rock types and the rock cycle. Students will develop the skills to relate their Geography lessons to the world around them. Students will have the opportunity to develop their debating skills as they become active citizens. There are opportunities for students to conduct their own fieldwork.

	Assessment
	Students will be assessed through a baseline assessment which utilises the Key Stage 2 National Curriculum. Students will complete a common task which focuses on developing extended writing. This common task may have an element of peer or self-assessment.

	Sustainable Decision Making exercise and write up – teacher marked. Students will use what they have learnt to make an informed decision about the location of a new supermarket and justify their reasons. 
	Students will be assessed through their home learning, but also through a peer reviewed common task which looks at the Geology of the British Isles.

	Pursuit of Excellence
	Knowledge and Skills
	Students will investigate a variety of aspects of farming and food production, emphasising the role of primary and secondary industries. Students will develop an understanding of sustainable food production, be able to make informed decisions and consider the views of stakeholders. 
	This topic is highly skills based, giving students the practical skills to find their way around using Ordnance Survey maps. Students will look at map symbols and direction, how to measure the height of the land, applying scales to measure distances and being able to locate places through four figure and six figure grid references. There is another chance to develop students’ understanding and use of Geographical Information Systems.
	Students will understand the location of a variety of biomes around the world, how they have evolved through plant and animal adaptations, including a chance to compare and contrast different ecosystems around the world, including an evaluation of challenges and opportunities. Key case studies include the Thar Desert and Malaysia rainforests.

	
	Subject specific pedagogy
	Students will be faced with a variety of independent, paired and group tasks. There is a chance to significantly develop numeracy skills, taking into account the ideas of risk and chance. This topic is highly relatable to Whittlesey and the surrounding area, which we will utilise in the curriculum.
	Tasks are hands on to help embed learning. Class teachers will chunk tasks in order to check learning, and will adapt tasks accordingly. Students that have experience in map skills through organisations such as Scouts and Cadets will challenged to share and lead in demonstrations.
	Students will have chance to work independently, as a pair and as a group. Students will be expected to demonstrate their written language skills that have been developed throughout the year and apply their Geography knowledge effectively, using appropriate case studies to support. This topic aims to draw all elements together.

	Extending the boundaries of learning
	Cultural Capital and beyond the curriculum
	Home learning will be set regularly to consolidate and extend learning. Students have the opportunity to conduct their own fieldwork based on what they have learnt during the topic. There may be chance for a local farm visit during the academic year. SMSC – understanding environmental issues, animal welfare, conflict and the role of charities in Low Income Countries.
	Clear links with Maths (co-ordinates and grid references, scale and distance). Regular home learning will give students chance to apply their skills structured through tasks, but also through a chance to explore their local area. There is chance to use the school grounds and Whittlesey to apply the skills learnt.
	Students are given the chance to become active citizens by understanding the decisions they make in the UK could impact ecosystems around the world. Regular home learning gives students chance to explore ecosystems across the world. Suggestions of sites across the UK to visit to encourage students to develop their enthusiasm of Geography e.g. Eden Project, Cornwall.

	Assessment
	Peer reviewed extended writing task related to food miles. Teacher marked decision making exercise which investigates the sustainability of different farms.

	On-going assessment of map skills in the classroom will form the majority of this topic. This is so learning can be suitably adapted to the learners within a class. Regular home learning will assess the application of map skills.
	Students will have an end of year test in the third term to inform progress. This is in line with the Progress Check dates and may fall before May Half Term. Assessment will include a mixture or short and long exam style questions, and will include practical elements focussing on numeracy and map skills.
