	Knowledge and Skills
	Students will understand how they are part of the world on various scales, and how they are influenced by a range of factors. Students will investigate globalisation causes, effects and the future. Students will continue to explore economic activity through TNCs and a China case study. Students will develop their understanding of ‘superpowers’. 
	Students will begin by looking at how we measure development through various indicators, followed by the reasons for the ‘development gap’. Students will explore issues related to development and will investigate how we can ‘close the gap’ in a sustainable way. 
	Students will explore the theory behind plate tectonics and will apply this knowledge to the causes of tectonic hazards. Students will develop comparative case studies (HIC v LIC/NEE) for earthquakes and volcanoes, focussing on causes, effects and responses/management. Students have the chance to make hazard management decisions.

	
	Subject specific pedagogy
	Students will apply theory to relevant examples, using the products they own/use to draw connections. Students will develop their locational knowledge through using atlases. Students will be able to justify decisions.
	Students will return to the idea of decision making, working independently, in pairs and as a group. Students will use a wide range of resources, building on the skills developed to make a decision.
	Students’ existing knowledge will be checked through recall activities. Application of concepts to relevant examples will be key, following a clear structure that can be used in GCSE style questions.

	Cultural Capital and beyond the curriculum
	Ideas such as ethical consumerism will take focus in this topic. Students will be able to make conscious and informed choices about the products they consume. There is chance to make change through student voice within the school. 
	Students will be encouraged to be aware of wider issues, bringing their own examples to lessons. Students will be encouraged to play a role in ‘closing the gap’ as they become active citizens.

	Students will have the opportunity to produce a piece of extended writing related to decision making that may be self, peer or teacher assessed. Students will sit a hazards test which will cover weather hazards as well.

	The final topic of Key Stage Three will allow students to draw on vocabulary from all topics and is not limited to one focus.

	Pursuit of Excellence
	Knowledge and Skills
	Students will begin with a recap of weather and climate. Students will then investigate various weather hazards and their causes. Students will continue to investigate the effects and management, with comparative case studies used. Students may cover case studies related to tropical storms, tornadoes or drought. There will also be a focus on UK ‘extreme weather’ with examples such as ‘the Beast from the East’. 
	Students will investigate the evidence, causes, effects and management of climate change. Students will apply local, UK and global case studies to the knowledge developed. Students will utilise knowledge learnt in Geography and other subjects such as Science. Students will continue to explore a wide range of literature and resources, understanding how to trust sources and how to be aware of fake news.
	Students will understand the processes that give rise to key physical and human geographical features. They will understand the idea of interdependence and sustainability. Students will be accurate with examples used. This will be applied to a geography of their choice, finishing with a presentation. 

	
	Subject specific pedagogy
	Students will use a range of independent, paired and group activities to understand the processes and case studies in question. There will be a greater sense of independence, using reading strategies to extract and apply the required information. Students will look to link to the bigger picture of climate change.
	The topic will begin with recall activities as climate change is covered in many subjects. Misconceptions should be challenged early, and will follow a clear process of investigation. 
	Students will follow a line of enquiry to research and present plans for a future geographical issue. Students will be guided with clear structure, which is similar to GCSE Decision Making Exercise and Fieldwork Paper 3 (AQA). 

	Extending the boundaries of learning
	Cultural Capital and beyond the curriculum
	Students have the chance to conduct further weather/climate fieldwork on school site. Students will be encouraged to develop case studies through home learning and to be aware of current events. 
	Home learning will allow students to explore a greater range of sources, evaluating them along the way for reliability and validity. Students are continuing their journey towards active citizens where they are able to make informed decisions that are sustainable. There is chance to develop whole-school strategies for climate change mitigation.
	This final topic gives students chance to show themselves as active citizens. Whether students are continuing studying at GCSE or not, they will continue to develop transferrable skills whilst becoming aware of wider geographical issues. This continued decision making focusing on sustainability could be applied in other subjects.

	There is chance to conduct formative and summative assessments at this point. This will assess both weather and tectonic hazards using GCSE style questions, but also a chance to develop their extended writing.

	Climate change extended writing task which looks at the evidence, causes, effects and management. Students will product a structured report. There is chance to use GCSE style questions in the end of year test.
	Students will have an end of year test in the third term to inform progress. This is in line with the Progress Check dates and may fall before May Half Term. Assessment will include a mixture or short and long exam style questions, and may include practical elements focussing on numeracy, fieldwork and map skills. Students will finish by presenting their research and findings.
