	Curriculum Intent: Key Stage Five Geography builds on the knowledge learnt from Key Stage Three and Four by continuing to focus on the three themes (Human Geography, Physical Geography and Environmental Geography). Students will demonstrate in-depth understanding of relevant and appropriate examples so that students can become active citizens that are enthused by the subject and have the practical skills to play a key role in society. There are clear links to Higher Education, but the course also includes elements to support our vision of creating active citizens of the future.

	Pursuit of Excellence
	Knowledge and Skills
	The course is usually taught by two teachers, each taking a topic of focus. Within the changing places topic, students will build on their knowledge from urbanisation in GCSE and Key Stage Three. Students will identify the processes that contribute to changing places, challenges, opportunities and management strategies. For coastal landscapes, students continue to extend their knowledge whilst following a similar structure to GCSE; processes, landforms, issues and management. 
	Students will carry on with split teaching, but with a more physical focus this term. For tectonic hazards, students will investigate the theory behind plate tectonics, before understanding the physical processes that create them. This is followed by a range of case studies where students will investigate in depth contrasting examples in terms of effects and management. The Global Systems topic will be split into carbon and water cycles. Students will understand where carbon is stored in biomes, how they are part of cycles and feedback loops, before looking at specific examples in the UK and further afield. Links are drawn between the carbon and water cycles. Students will look at the drainage basin as a system, how precipitation affects both runoff and river discharge, before looking at the idea of water deficit within the water cycle.
	Students will begin to focus on the Non-Examined Assessment Independent Investigation. Students will be provided with four days of fieldwork; two days for understanding the skills related to physical and human fieldwork, and two days planned independently that link directly to their enquiry. Students will have time to write their Independent Investigation in lesson and at home with clear deadlines. Students will then be introduced to Global Governance which will continue in the next Autumn Term. In this topic, students will understand the issues related to globalisation, what has caused them and how to manage them. Students will then follow the same pattern with the management of the oceans.

	
	Subject specific pedagogy
	Students will be developing a greater sense of independence; with skills to support this becoming a clear focus. Students will also be able to support each other in pairs and as a group. UK and global examples will allow students to draw a connection to learning, and suggested independent fieldwork may be provided. There will be a continued focus on recall and developing exam skills with clear scaffolding, understanding the how exam structure has changed from GCSE to A Level.
	Students will continue to work independently, in pairs and as a group. There is a greater practical element in the form of fieldwork which will provide practical skills for students that may be applied across other subjects. 

	Extending the boundaries of learning
	Cultural Capital and beyond the curriculum
	Examples and case studies provided will give students chance to explore the UK and further afield, using concepts from lesson in a practical way. Students will be expected to make a contribution to the department and school life, becoming ambassadors for the subject.

	Students will be assessed on home learning through research tasks, exam questions and sites such as Seneca Learning. Within class, students will have recall quizzes, guided exam practice and regular exam conditions tests. Students will have chance to sit a mock exam based on all the content covered.

	Teachers will make use of data, previous lessons and learning needs to provide for all students. Lessons will be differentiated accordingly so all students can progress. Where there are learning needs, teachers will make use of support staff and the Supportive Skills Department. All students will be included in fieldwork, including Pupil Premium. Targeted sessions based on attainment will be provided to maximise progress.

Continuous emphasis on key terminology and retrieval practice of this throughout the course. Breaking down key terms into smaller words to understand wider meanings and further extension opportunities embedded throughout. 

Liaising with year leaders, Supportive Skills Department, form tutors and parents to develop a holistic understanding of our students, so that any intervention is bespoke to the individual. 

Independent leaners are provided support via the uploading of relevant classwork onto TEAMs, this allows students to reflect on their learning and revisit any material they may wish to recap as part of their revision or independent learning. Students who miss lessons for various reasons are then able to complete work in preparation for future lessons.

Staff within the department continuously share good practice through regular meetings, lesson drop-ins, marking standardisation and feedback after completing various CPD courses. 

Behaviour Watch and telephone calls home are used to regularly keep in touch with parents regarding behaviour for learning in lessons. Parents are contacted via email or telephone if there are any persistent issues in class or to discuss positive contributions and work from our students.
