	Curriculum Intent: The Year 7 History Curriculum aims to give all students a thorough grounding in the second order concepts required for success in History, e.g. understanding of change/continuity, causation, consequence, significance, source work, interpretations etc. Also the year aims to give students a thorough grounding in the ‘long sweep’ of British History through the migration unit, which should give a good chronological foundation for later work. Students will gain a good understanding of local History through the workhouse unit, and a thorough understanding of key concepts that will lay a foundation for later learning – e.g. the power of the medieval Church and medieval monarchs. Ultimately, we aim for our curriculum to be enjoyable, challenging and stimulating.

	Students will gain an introduction to Historical skills and knowledge through learning about the workhouse that was on the site of the school, and migration over the last 2000 years.

They will then start learning about the nature of power and belief in the medieval period, and the role monarch and religion played during this time.

	Differentiation is embedded into lessons, with different levels of challenge available for G &T students (e.g. more challenging articles/sources/questions) and SEND students (writing frames, pre-teaching of vocabulary). Individualised teacher feedback helps students to access the learning and improve. All students should be able to access and understand the learning, albeit at different levels. We also have a departmental TA who will be deployed to where he is most needed. Lastly, where appropriate, PP resources will be deployed to support students, e.g. through provision of extra revision resources.
