	Curriculum Intent:
The Year 9 curriculum aims to build upon the substantive knowledge learned in Years 7 and 8, while revisiting key second order concepts that students will need to become successful historians, such as an understanding of causation, consequences, change and continuity, the critical use of evidence etc. We aim that all students will end Year 9 with a thorough grounding in History that will help them to understand the modern world, regardless of whether they opt to take GCSE History or not. 
The Year 9 curriculum principally focusses on the key events of the 20th century that have helped to shape the modern world, such as the causes and events of the First World War, the events that led to the Second World War, as well as touching upon the Cold War. Students also conduct an indepth investigation into the causes and events of the Holocaust, which aims to ‘zoom out’ and look at the long-term reasons for anti-semitism over time.
Lessons and assessments help students to understand the unfolding narrative through the substantive knowledge, while also providing opportunities to practice and enhance their understanding of the key second order concepts.

	Students will take an in-depth look on the causes of the First World War, before looking at the nature of fighting on the Western Front
	Students will look at the period from 1919-1939, and understand the facts that led to the outbreak of the Second World War, aiming to answer the big enquiry question on whether the war could’ve been avoided.
	Students will look at the long and short-term causes of the Holocaust, through taking an in-depth look at the roots of medieval antisemitism and how attitudes to the Jews changed over time, before understanding how the Holocaust became possible.

	Extending the boundaries of learning
	Cultural Capital and beyond the curriculum
	Students will gain an understanding of the significance of the First World War and how it helped to shape the 20th century. They may also get the chance to take part in a WW1 trip to the Somme, although that will depend on circumstance.
	Students will gain an understanding of international relations/politics, and learn about fascism/communism/democracy. This unit is particularly useful for helping to understanding international relations in the current day.
Students will also independently research and write a ‘Personal History Project’ on a subject of their choice.
	Students will gain a sensitive understanding of the causes of the Holocaust, one of the most significant events in 20th century History. We will use a variety of sources to help students to understand this, making links to English/RE and Holocaust literature.

	Assessment
	Students will sit full exam style assessments on the causes of the First World War and the nature of fighting on the Western Front. These will help to prepare students for the transition into GCSE.
	Students will sit a full assessment on the causes of the Second World War,, aiming to answer the overarching question of whether the Second World War could’ve been avoided.
	Students will be assessed on the Holocaust topic in a sensitive way, using informal teacher assessment and individual responses to check understanding. In the run up to the end of Year 9, students will receive practice on GCSE style questions to help them to make the transition to GCSE History.

	How our curriculum meets the needs of every individual
	Differentiation is embedded into lessons, with different levels of challenge available for G &T students (e.g. more challenging articles/sources/questions) and SEND students (writing frames, pre-teaching of vocabulary). Individualised teacher feedback helps students to access the learning and improve. All students should be able to access and understand the learning, albeit at different levels. We also have a departmental TA who will be deployed to where he is most needed. Lastly, where appropriate, PP resources will be deployed to support students, e.g. through provision of extra revision resources.
