	Students will sit two GCSE style assessments on Medicine over the course of this term.

	Once students finish Paper 1, they will sit a full Paper 1 paper. They will then do a GCSE style assessment upon the end of the first sub-topic of AS + N topic.
	Students will sit a full exam paper on Paper 2 AS + N once finished. There are normally mock exams at this point, which will normally consist of Paper 1 and/or Paper 2.

	Differentiation is embedded into lessons, with different levels of challenge available for G &T students (e.g. more challenging articles/sources/questions) and SEND students (writing frames, pre-teaching of vocabulary). We also have a departmental TA who will be deployed to where he is most needed.
