	Curriculum Intent:
The Year 11 curriculum follows the Edexcel GCSE specification, and intends to give students a thorough understanding of the thematic and depth components of the course through the substantive knowledge required in each unit. Students will be building upon the knowledge gained in KS3 and Year 10, and will be regularly practising the second order concepts that they have already learned, and which will help to lay the foundations for GCSE success in their final exams.

	Knowledge and Skills
	Students will conclude the 2nd half of Paper 2 by learning about the increasing settlement of the American West leading to the end of the ‘frontier’ and the destruction of the Native American’s way of life. They will then begin Paper 3, which initially looks at the racial issues in mid-20th century America and the emergence of the Civil Rights movement. 

	Students will conclude the Civil Rights portion of Paper 3, and will begin looking at the reasons for increasing involvement in Indochina/Vietnam during the mid-20th century, the internal difficulties of South Vietnam, and the consequences of historical turning points such as the Gulf of Tonkin incident. They will then evaluate the reasons for American defeat. The second part of the course looks at the domestic impact of the Vietnam War, and the support/opposition for the war at home.
	When finished all content (normally about Easter of Year 11), students will be left with a small window of time to revise before they begin their final exams.

	Students will receive a full assessment on American West. They will also sit mock exams during this time, certainly for Paper 1 and Paper 2 but also possibly Paper 3.

	Students will sit at least 2 full assessments on Paper , covering both the Civil Rights and Vietnam aspects of the unit. Normally there are additional mock exams during this time, particularly for Paper 3.
	Students will sit their final exams – Paper 1 (1 hr 15 minutes), Paper 2 (1 hr 40 minutes), Paper 3 (1 hr 20 minutes).

Differentiation is embedded into lessons, with different levels of challenge available for G &T students (e.g. more challenging articles/sources/questions) and SEND students (writing frames, pre-teaching of vocabulary). Individualised teacher feedback helps students to access the learning and improve. All students should be able to access and understand the learning, albeit at different levels. In addition, the History department provides free work booklets which help students to organise their work and to make notes, and knowledge quizzes to help with the retention of knowledge into long term memory, which supports all students regardless of ability.
We also have a departmental TA who will be deployed to where he is most needed. Lastly, where appropriate, PP resources will be deployed to support students, e.g. through provision of extra revision resources.
