Time phrases saying when they or others wear or have worn clothing items and what they think / thought of these outfits.

Nouns and gender
Adjectives to describe how they feel about these types of show.
Frequency  / sequencing phrases will allow students to be able to say when and with whom they watch or have watched programmes and they should be able to give their opinions with justifications about these shows, both positively and negatively, including justifications with intensifiers and introduced by conjunctions, as well as understand and share the opinions and justifications of others.
