	Pursuit of Excellence
	Knowledge and Skills
	In this project pupils will be introduced to the main elements of blues where they will learn how to play the 12-bar blues chord pattern, blues riff, the blue scale, walking bass line on the keyboard. 

Through a range of practical and listening tasks pupils will become familiar with the stylistic characteristics of the blues. They will listen to a range of blues music including bands and solo artists. 

Pupils will develop an understanding of how to improvise, develop creative ideas which are stylistic to the blues. 

Pupils will consolidate previous learning on reading sheet music by reading blues music from notation. They will extend this by notating their blues melody on the stave. 
	This project links closely to the previous ‘blues keyboard skills’. In this project pupils will build on learning by forming a blues band in small groups. 

As a group they will create an arrangement which will include the blues chords, riff, bass line, improvisation and lyrics. 

The group will consider playing directions such as dynamics, staccato, accents. 

	
	In this project pupils will learn about the origins and stylistic features of Samba. 

Pupils will learn through a series of workshop style lessons to learn about the instruments specific to Samba.

Pupils will create a performance as a class which will include rhythms common to Samba. 

Performances will take place in the town square as this unit will fall over Mardi Gras. 
	In this project pupils will learn through a series of workshop style lessons; they will learn how to play a standard rock beat on the drums.  

They will consolidate previous learning on rhythms and notation and develop confidence reading, writing and playing rhythms from notation with accuracy. 

They will learn about the drum kit including names of the different parts of the kit, how these are to be played. 
	In this project pupils will learn how about the Britpop genre, how it evolved and its main influences and stylistic characteristics. 

Pupils will recap and consolidate previous learning on reading musical notation, performing and composition. 

Pupils will learn the bassline, chords and melody to the song ‘Wonderwall’ by Oasis. 


	In this project pupils will apply learning from the Britpop scheme to their own composition in Britpop style. 

From previous learning about style and elements of song pupils will compose their own song in pairs/small groups. 

Pupils will compose two four bar chord patterns, melody and bass line which will form a verse and chorus of a song. 

Pupils will write lyrics for a verse and chorus and will perform these as part of small groups. 

	
	Subject specific pedagogy
	Throughout this project pupils will have the opportunity to build skills in the three strands of Music. In each of these strand’s learning is broken down into small steps making it achievable, memorable and helping to develop long lasting skills:
· Listening and appraising 
· Through listening to a range of blues music pupils will learn about: 
· the origins of blues music. 
· the structure of blues music (including the 12 bar blues chords/lyric structure)
· identify, explain and describe musical elements. 
· Performance 
· Pupils will gain confidence playing the keyboard and will learn how to play the different elements of the blues (chords/riff/bass line/melody/lyrics/improvisation)
· Be able to play the 12-bar blues using chords and walking bass line. 
· Be able to improvise stylistic melodies using the blues scale  
· Composition 
· Pupils will begin by improvising melodies using the blues scale to create interesting and varied melodies. As they become more fixed on melodic ideas, they will notate these on the stave. Their composition will feature the blues chords a melody using the blues scale and the blues riff. 
	Throughout this project pupils will have the opportunity to build skills in the three strands of Music. In each of these strand’s learning is broken down into small steps making it achievable, memorable and helping to develop long lasting skills:
· Listening and appraising 
· Pupils will listen to a range of blues music especially bands. They will identify describe and analyse the features of blues music. 
· Performance
· Pupils will perform to each other within the classroom setting. 
· Composition 
· Pupils will work as part of a group to compose a blue song. 
	Throughout this project pupils will have the opportunity to build skills in the three strands of Music. In each of these strand’s learning is broken down into small steps making it achievable, memorable and helping to develop long lasting skills:
· Listening and appraising
· Through listening to a range of music be able to aurally recognise and appreciate characteristics of Samba music.
· To learn about how, when and where Samba music is used.
· To identify the different instruments used in Samba music.
· Performance
· To learn how to perform within a group.
· To be able to maintain own part within a group performance with accuracy and fluency
· Composition
· To learn how to structure and compose a Samba composition. 
· To be able to improvise interesting and creative rhythms in a Samba style

	Throughout this project pupils will have the opportunity to build skills in the three strands of Music. In each of these strand’s learning is broken down into small steps making it achievable, memorable and helping to develop long lasting skills:
· Listening and appraising
Pupils will complete written activities focusing on developing confidence applying music literacy through reading and writing a range of rhythms. 

Pupils will listen to a wide range of popular music including rock, pop and Britpop bands. 
· Performance Pupils will use body percussion and music-based games to develop accuracy when playing rhythms and internalising sound. 
· Pupils will perform a standard rock pattern on the drum kit. 
· Pupils will develop co-ordination and instrumental skills on the drum kit. 
· They will develop their confidence when playing this instrument and will begin to use dynamics to enhance a performance. 


	Throughout this project pupils will have the opportunity to build skills in the three strands of Music. In each of these strand’s learning is broken down into small steps making it achievable, memorable and helping to develop long lasting skills:
· Listening and appraising
· Pupils will learn about the context of Britpop music (when, where, who etc)
· Learn about instruments typically used in Britpop music
· Identify and analyse song structures including common structures used in Britpop songs
· Performance
· Pupils will learn the chords, melody and bass part to Wonderwall
· Pupils will perform as part of a whole class and small groups on the keyboard, ukulele, guitar, bass guitar, voice and drums.

	Throughout this project pupils will have the opportunity to build skills in the three strands of Music. In each of these strand’s learning is broken down into small steps making it achievable, memorable and helping to develop long lasting skills:
· Listening and appraising
· Pupils will learn about common structures of song through listening to a range of songs in different styles.
· Learn about chord patterns, melodic shape through listening to a range of music including music from popular background and western classical music
· Performance
· Pupils will perform individually, in pairs and as part of small groups.


· Composition
· Pupils will compose on keyboard and voice. 
· They will notate composition. For some this will be in a note format and others will use musical notation

Those who need more support will be provided with extra resources to scaffold response.

Teacher modelling will include a range of levels supporting less able and providing stretch and challenge to more able. 

More able students (including those with prior music knowledge/having one to one lessons) will be able to create more advanced. This may involve playing two parts at once (e.g., chords and melody on the keyboard), more intricate guitar parts (e.g. the melody), more intricate and rhythmically challenging drum fills.
