	Knowledge and Skills
	In this project pupils will learn how about Reggae as a genre, how it evolved and its main influences and stylistic characteristics. 

Pupils will recap and consolidate previous learning on reading musical notation, performing and composition. 

Pupils will learn the bassline, chords and melody to the song ‘Three Little Birds’ by Bob Marley. 

	In this project pupils will learn how to perform ‘Chasing Cars’.

Pupils will recap and consolidate previous learning on reading musical notation and performing. 

Pupils will learn the bass line, guitar part, chords and vocals. 

Pupils will have the opportunity to develop skills playing the guitar and recap reading tab (from Ukulele project). 
	In this project pupils will be given more freedom to explore their own musical interests. 

Using skills developed through KS3 pupils will form a band and will create a cover of a song of their choice. 

Pupils will learn the bass part, chords, melody and will perform on guitar, piano, ukulele, drums and voice as well as using their own instruments. 
	In this project pupils will learn about the key features of film music. Including how music has been used in film music throughout the 20th century from silent movies through to present day. 

Pupils will identify, describe and explain the key features of film music including musical devices such as melody, texture, harmony etc. 

Pupils will learn how to play film themes from Indiana Jones, Pirates of the Caribbean and Star Wars. This learning will link in closely to GCSE where we often find Raiders of the Lost Ark work well as a solo performance and Star Wars features as a GCSE set work. 
	In tihis project pupils will learn about music from the 1600’s through to 20th Century. 

They will learn the key features of the baroque, classical, romantic and 20th century music. 

Pupils will learn to play a theme from each of the periods of music on the keyboard. 


	In this project pupils will be learning about music on stage and screen. 

This topic links closely with GCSE where ‘Wicked’ is one of the set works. 

Pupils will be able to develop their listening and appraising skills in more depth.

	Throughout this project pupils will have the opportunity to build skills in the three strands of Music. In each of these strand’s learning is broken down into small steps making it achievable, memorable and helping to develop long lasting skills:
· Listening and appraising
· Pupils will listen to a range of music each lesson and will identify, discuss and explain the elements of music that they hear. 
· Listening tasks will include music from the baroque (Bach, Handel, Pachelbel), Classical (Mozart, Beethoven, Haydn), Romantic (Tchaikovsky, Chopin, Brahms) and 20th Century (Glass, Cage, Reich).
· For each period of music pupils will learn the key features of music composed at that time. They will recap vocabulary used in previous projects.

· Pupils will learn how to play a theme from each period. 
· Baroque (Pachelbel’s Cannon), Classical (Fur Elise), Romantic (Swan Lake), 20th Century (Glass)
· Composition
· Pupils will develop an understanding of how music can be notated using conventional stave notation and graphic scores.
