	Knowledge and Skills
	· Students will know the context of their chosen play including Social, Historical and Cultural.

· Students will know the theatrical conventions of the period in which their text was created.

· Students will know the characteristics of their chosen text genre, structure, characters, form and style, theatrical setting, plot and subplot, dialogue, stage directions and stage directions.

· Students will know how meaning is communicated using space.

· Students will apply their knowledge of genre, style and theatrical conventions to the way they will perform or design. 

· Students will be able to use their space effectively showing how their characters interacts with other characters.

· Students will either: present a complete performance of the extracts with lines leant, performance rehearsed and refined, performance skills used, intention of the playwright demonstrated, and audience engaged. 

OR

· Students will present their realised design for both extracts with final designs, artefacts, models, or sets completed to the intention of the playwright. 

· Students will use rehearsals effectively to rehearse or make, and to adapt and refine their performance or design as appropriate. 
	· Students should be able to select and use appropriate subject specific terminology.
 
· Students should be able to discuss, analyse and evaluate how meaning is created and communicated through live theatre using their knowledge and understanding of drama.

· Students should be able to analyse and evaluate the acting, design and the characteristics of the performance seen.

· Students should be able to use all their knowledge and understanding to be able to revise for the final written exam.
