	Pursuit of Excellence
	Knowledge and Skills
	In this project pupils will form a class choir and will work together to produce an arrangement of a well known popular song. 

Pupils will perform this on stage and the other classes in the year will listen and also present their performances.  Awards will be given for the best choir, soloist, performer amongst others. 

Pupils will learn how to develop their vocal technique and sing with expression, dynamics, articulation and balance. 

They will learn how to sing melody, harmony and other accompanying parts.


	In this project pupils will be introduced to the main element of pitch and notations. 

Initially these concepts will be introduced through singing to allow them to be experienced by pupils in a practical way. 

The musical concepts of pitch, melodic contour will be experience through singing before introduction to staff notation. 

Pupils will learn how to play the keyboard focusing on individual melodic lines by learning popular songs such as ‘somewhere only we know’. 

Pupils will also gain confidence in playing simple bass line accompaniments and will use this skill to perform in pairs. 
Through the above pupils will gain an understanding of; staff notation (mostly treble clef), where the notes are on the keyboards, duration, co-ordination.  
	In this project pupils will be learning about the orchestra. 

Pupils will listen and appraise a range of pieces from Western classical music and other genres exposing them to the instruments of the orchestra aurally. 

They will learn the names of the instruments of the orchestra, their families and how the orchestra is arranged. 

Pupils will develop an understanding of the timbre of these instruments and their ability to have sound adapted through use of playing techniques e.g. mute/pizz. 

Previous learning (from Elements of music one and two) will be consolidated in this project as pupils learn to play (on the keyboard) a theme for each instrumental family. As part of this learning pupils will discuss the pitch, duration, style of playing most often associated with that instrument. 

Pupils will go on to compose for an orchestral instrument and will use a ‘toolbox of composition tips’ to help them write idiomatically identifying, describing and explaining their choice of melodic, rhythmic and timbre.  These will be performed to the rest of the class. 
	In the project pupils will be learning how to play the ukulele and read tab. 

Pupils will listen to a range of music which uses ukulele to inspire them as they start to learn this instrument. In this listening they will recap and consolidate previous learning on musical devices such as dynamics and melodic shape. 


As pupils learn how to play the ukulele, they will develop an understanding about correct posture including finger position. 

Pupils will be learning about tab and how this is used to notate music for guitar and ukulele. 

Pupils will learn how to read tab and will use this as they learn the most common chords of C, F, G, Am. 

As they play these chords they will be introduced to different strumming patterns. 

Pupils will perform a number of songs as a class, individually and in small groups consolidating previous ensemble skills. 


	In the project pupils will learn how to play counting stars as part of a group. They will form a class band and learn the chords (keyboard/ukulele), bass part (keyboard), melody (singing) and a simple percussion part (drums). 

Pupils will recap and consolidate skills learnt so far in year 7 and apply them to this group project. 

Pupils will learn how to play as part of an ensemble, how to keep in time with others whilst maintaining their part with accuracy and fluency. 
	In this project pupils will be introduced to main elements of rhythm through the use of body percussion, rhythm games and group participation. 

Through a range of practical tasks pupils will become familiar with the sound and notation of basic note values including crotchets, quavers and semiquavers. 

Pupils will apply this learning by performing as part of a whole class African Drumming piece. This will be taught in a workshop style lesson to help them become more familiar and gain confidence using these rhythmic features accurately and as part of a performance. 

Pupils will then develop this concept and will work in smaller groups to compose their own African Drumming style piece and will notate this using skills learnt in workshops. This piece will include a composed ostinato, a call and response section and an improvisation.

	
	Subject specific pedagogy
	· Listening and appraising Pupils will be involved in listening to other choirs and class performances in various styles. 
· Pupils will have the opportunity to evaluate their own and others work by listening to recordings of their performance throughout the project. 
· Performance Pupils will take part in a performance on stage in front of other year 7 classes and judges. This performance will be the end of the project but throughout this project the class will perform to each other as part of lessons. 

	· Listening and Appraising. Pupils will listen to a range of music (western classical music and other traditions) as part of starters to develop an understanding of melodic shape and use of steps/skips/scales in music. 
· Performance. Pupils will perform through singing as well as developing skills on the keyboard. Pupils will perform as part of a whole class, in pairs and individually.  
· Musical literacy. Pupils will develop an understanding of how to notate melodies using graphic scores and staff notation. 
	· Listening and Appraising. Pupils will listen to a range of music western classical music and film music (Peter and the Wolf/Benjamin Britten etc) as part of starters to develop an understanding of instruments used in the orchestra.
· Pupils will learn how these instruments fall into families grouped by how they produce sound. 
· Performance. Pupils will perform on the keyboard (using instrument sounds) famous themes played on orchestra instruments. Throughout the project they will learn a theme for the woodwind, brass, string and percussion family. 
· Pupils will learn in pairs on the keyboard and this topic will give opportunity to recap and consolidate previous learning. 
· Composition Pupils will compose a short two bar melody suitable for a instrument from each of the orchestral families. They will be able to justify how they melody is idiomatic describing why they have chosen specific pitch range/duration/tempo. 
	· Listening and appraising Pupils will listen to a wide range of music which uses ukulele. They will also listen to their own and others performances and begin to reflect on what went well as well as identifying next steps. 
· Performance Pupils will take part in a number of workshop style lessons where they will learn how to play the ukulele. 
· They will then work in small groups to consolidate this learning and provide opportunity for peer and self-assessment with teacher support. 
· Pupils will have the opportunity to learn a popular song as well as learning the skills required to learn many other songs in their own time.
· Historically lots of pupils engage with this unit with many choosing to purchase their own ukuleles.
	· Listening and appraising Pupils will listen to a wide range of music in popular style. They will also listen to their own and others performances and begin to reflect on what went well as well as identifying next steps. 
· Performance Pupils will take part in a number of workshop style lessons where they will learn how to play the different parts of counting stars.  
· They will develop ensemble skills as they work in small groups to consolidate this learning and provide opportunity for peer and self-assessment with teacher support. 

	· Listening and Appraising. Pupils will listen to a range of music (from West Africa and other music traditions) as part of starters to hear how rhythms are used as part of music.
· Performance. Pupils will perform initially as part of a teacher led whole class group and will be given more opportunity to work in smaller groups as they become more confident. 
· Composition. Pupils will have the opportunity to improvise and experiment with creating ideas before moving toward composing a set ostinato to use as part of small group performances. 


	Extending the boundaries of learning
Cultural Capital and beyond the curriculum
	Vocal warm-ups form a key part of this project and pupils will explore a range of warm-ups from different countries from around the world.  Pupils will listen to a wide range of vocal music from different cultures including popular music, choirs form UK, America and Europe.
	Pupils will listen to music from a range of different musical cultures including traditional Classical Music, Popular music, instrumental music from 1750-present day.
	Pupils will develop an understanding of music from cultures including film music and classical western music. 
	The ukulele is used in a range of cultures especially the music of Hawaii where it has its roots. Pupils will develop an understanding of music from this culture and also how the ukulele is played in group settings (e.g. Ukulele orchestra of Great Britain) and how it is used in popular music. 
	Counting stars is an example of a recent pop song. Through wider listening pupils will develop an understanding of pop culture including music from UK pop artists and those from around the world. 
	Pupils will develop an understanding of music from other cultures specifically music from West Africa. Although our focus will be on West Africa pupils listen to a range of pieces from around the world including percussion pieces from America. 


	
	· Pupils are welcome to attend a range of extra-curricular groups. 
· Practice rooms are available for booking. 
· Pupils can take an active part (in performance or organisation) of Music Concerts and Expressive Arts Department Shows.
· Pupils can book individual music lessons with peripatetic teachers.

	All students will be able to develop confidence performing as part of a group. 

As pupils become more confident they will be able to take on a more advanced role within group performances and will demonstrate the use of more complex playing techniques including more challenging strumming patterns and melodies with a wider range.
	All students will be able to gain understanding and the confidence to perform a range melodic ideas accurately. 

As pupils become more confident they will be able to play music with a wider range, more complex rhythms and may be able to use both hands to play two parts at the same time. 
	All students will be able to gain understanding and the confidence to identify instruments of the orchestra.  

As pupils they will be able to compose a longer melody and add additional playing instructions including – notating it on stave, adding dynamics, adding an accompanying part which is independent of their initial idea.  
	All students will be able to gain understanding and the ability to play the chords C, F and Am on the ukulele.

As pupils become more confident they will be able to take on a more advanced role within group performances and will demonstrate the use of more complex playing techniques including more challenging strumming patterns and melodies with a wider range. 
	All students will be able to develop understanding and the ability to play the chords on keyboard and ukulele. 

As pupils become more confident they will be able to take on a more advanced role within group performances and will demonstrate the use of more complex playing techniques including more challenging strumming patterns, playing two parts at the same time (e.g. bass and chords on the keyboard) and taking a leading role within group work.  
	All students will be able to gain understanding and the confidence to perform a range rhythms accurately. 

As pupils become more confident and develop more advanced skills, pupils will be able to take on a more advanced role within group performances and will demonstrate the use of more complex rhythms. They will be encouraged to notate more of their work. 


	
	
	· As Music is a very practical subject staff will help all pupils by demonstrating and modelling tasks. 
· To help develop skills extra resources will be provided to help scaffold learning into small, manageable steps. 
· Progress of all will be monitored and analysed through close tracking of assessments which take place in lessons as well as using data from half term monitoring points. This will include the progress of SEND/PP pupils. Where required form tutor/year leader/parents will be made aware of progress.
