· Students will work on making sure their technique is secure with good tone quality, intonation and diction. 
· Students will refine their solo performance  ready for their formal performance exam in the first term of year 11.
· Students will also work on getting their ensemble performance accurate and fluent.

· Using the techniques their have learnt throughout the year, students will focus on producing a score which is detailed enough to show their composition intentions. The free choice composition will be finished in this final half term.

	Unit 3: Introduction to score reading, GCSE listening and analysis
· Students will learn how to follow a notated score
· Students will revisit reading notation in the treble clef (building on KS3 learning)
· Students will learn how to read notes in the treble clef
· Students will learn how to listen to music with the purpose of identifying key features. This will start with a focus on identifying instruments.


	Unit 3 appraising: Defying Gravity
· Students will study the set work ‘Defying Gravity’ by Schwartz
· Students will learn about the genre of musicals
· With teacher support, students will analyse Defying Gravity through studying the score, listening to the music and discussing musical features
· Students will learn how music can be used to create a different mood or to represent a character (this will feed into their compositions for unit 2)
Students will learn about major key signatures and how to identify them.
	Unit 3 appraising: Release
· Students will study the set work ‘Release’ by Afro-Celt Sound System
· Students will learn about the genre of fusions
· Students will learn about the different musical genres fused together to create ‘Release’: African music, Celtic music and Electronic Dance Music 
· With teacher support, students will analyse Release through studying the score, listening to the music and discussing musical features
· Students will revisit and extend their learning about major key signatures and how to identify them.

	Unit 3 appraising: Killer Queen
· Students will study the set work ‘Killer Queen ’ by the band Queen
· Students will learn about the genre of Glam Rock music
· With teacher support, students will analyse Killer Queen  through studying the score, listening to the music and discussing musical features
· Students will learn how to dictate rhythms which use crotchets and quavers.

	Unit 3 appraising: Revisiting Defying Gravity, Release and Killer Queen
· Students will revisit the set works mentioned above in order to reinforce learning.
· Students will complete a mock listening paper this half term
· Students will continue to develop their dictation skills and will learn how to  dictate rhythms which use crotchets, quavers, rests and semi-quavers.

	Unit 3 appraising: 3rd Movement from Brandenburg Concerto no. 5 in D major by J.S Bach
· Students will study the set work ‘Brandenburg concerto by Bach
· Students will learn about the Baroque music and the context of the set work within this period
· With teacher support, students will analyse the 3rd movement from Bach’s 5th Brandenburg concerto through: studying the score, listening to the music and discussing musical features of the piece and of the Baroque period

· Students will learn about minor key signatures and how to identify them.

	
	Subject specific pedagogy
	Unit 1: 
In unit 1 students will complete the following types of activities:
· Listening to solo performances and discussing what makes them successful
· Completing solo performance practice, both at school and at home. Students will be expected to practice for at least 1 hour per week outside of lesson time (this can be spread over different days).
· To perform to others and to  listen to their peer’s performances.
· To create recordings of their solo performance with help from their music teacher (to help practice for the performance exam)

Unit 2:
In unit 2 students will complete the following types of activities:
· Listen to pieces of music in different styles and discuss compositional features
· Completing short composition exercizes
· Creating their own music using instruments 
· Using music technology to notate their scores formally
· Demonstrating their composition work and listening to the compositions of their peers
· To complete their free composition exam (in the summer term).

Unit 3:
In unit 2 students will complete the following types of activities:
· Listening to music from different periods of music and different musical genres
· Studying the set works
· Looking at musical scores and learning how to read them
· Taking part in a short practical tasks related to individual set works to help reinforce learning. 
· Learn key vocabulary related to set works 
· Creating their own revision notes for each of the set works
· Exploring wider listening to provide further examples of music from the genres we study
· Giving their opinions and talking about their observations of the set works
· Completing practice listening tests/tasks
· Using the Focus on Sound website to complete lessons and to reinforce learning
· Completing quizzes to help embed and reinforce learning.

	Cultural Capital and beyond the curriculum
	Cultural capital
Students will experience music from different cultures and historical periods. Students will learn about different musical genres and will learn about the wider context:
· Through studying the set work ‘Release’ students will learn about the following African instruments, musical features and how they are used: donno/talking drum, kora, ostinato, syncopation.
· Through studying the set work ‘Release’ students will learn about the following Celtic instruments, musical features and how they are used: hurdy-gurdy, uilleann pipes, tin whistle, fiddle, bodhran, improvisation, lilting melodies
· Through studying ‘Brandenburg concerto, students will learn about instruments that were typically used over 400 years ago in the Baroque period. They will also learn about musical features which were typical to this time period.
· Through studying the set work Defying Gravity, students will learn about  
Extra-curricular
· Students are welcome to attend a range of extra-curricular groups. Extra-curricular groups help students to develop their performing and ensemble skills further which is linked to unit 1.
· Practice rooms are available for booking at lunch time; this gives students opportunity to continue to develop their skills for unit 1.
· The music computer room is available at lunch times to enable students to complete extra work on their compositions for unit 2.
· Students can take an active part (in performance or organisation) of Music Concerts and Expressive Arts Department Shows.
· Students can book individual music lessons with peripatetic teachers. Lessons are subsidised for students who received pupil premium funding. 
· Students are able to attend composition support/intervention sessions after school in the summer term
· Students are able to attend performance support/intervention sessions after school in the summer term.
· Students are welcome to attend a range of extra-curricular groups. Extra-
· Practice rooms are available for booking at lunch time; this gives students

	Assessment
	Assessment overview
Formative assessment takes place throughout the year. Summative assessment will take place 3 times per year for  units 1 and 2 and 2 times per year for unit 2. There will be a formal composition exam in the summer term. There will be a mock listening exam in the summer term.

Unit 1 (30%): performance assessment:  Students will be assessed on their performing skills on an instrument/voice. 
Grid 1: Technical control – Technique assesses the students’ technical control of the instrument.
Grid 2: Expression and interpretation assesses the students’ ability to communicate a musically convincing performance. 
Grid 3: Technical control (accuracy) and expression and interpretation (fluency) assesses the students’ ability to use technical control to play the piece accurately, and their ability to use expression and interpretation to play the piece fluently.

Unit 2 (30%): composition assessment: 
Composition grid 1: developing musical ideas
Composition grid 2: demonstrating technical control
Composition grid 3: composing with musical coherence.


Unit 3 (40%): appraising
Students will complete listening tasks and will be assessed on their ability to identify key musical features in some of the set works from the areas of study.

	How our curriculum meets the needs of every individual
	Unit 1: 
· Students will be guided to choose performance pieces that are suited to their individual instrument/voice
· Students will be guided on how to choose a performance piece that is an appropriate level of difficulty for them individually. Depending on individuals in the group, performance abilities might range from grade 1 to grade 8. Edexcel describe standard level as grade 4 on an instrument.
· One-to-one instrument lessons are available to all students, these are taught by visiting instrumental teachers. Lessons are subsidised for students who receive pupil premium funding.

Unit 2:
· Students will have the opportunity to compose in different styles influenced by their musical preferences
· Students will be given regular feedback and guidance on how to improve their compositions
· Additional one-to-one intervention is available for those who require it.

Unit 3:
· Students who need more support will be provided with extra resources to scaffold responses.
· Listening exercises include a variety of questions at differing levels of difficulty, There are questions to suit the needs of all learners.
