	Continuous emphasis on key terminology and retrieval practice of this throughout the course. Breaking down key terms into smaller words to understand wider meanings and further reading opportunities embedded throughout (e.g., subscription to Psychology Review, Psychology Digest)

Liaising with year leaders, student support department, form tutors and parents to develop a holistic understanding of our students, so that any intervention is bespoke to the individual.

Independent leaners are provided support via the uploading of relevant classwork onto TEAMs, this allows students to reflect on their learning and revisit any material they may wish to recap as part of their revision or independent learning. Students who miss lessons for various reasons are then able to complete work in preparation for future lessons.

Staff within the department continuously share good practice through regular meetings, lesson drop-ins, marking standardisation and feedback after completing various CPD courses. 

Behaviour Watch and telephone calls home are used to regularly keep in touch with parents regarding behaviour for learning in lessons. Parents are contacted via email or telephone if there are any persistent issues in class or to discuss positive contributions and work from our students.

At various points in the year sixth form students drop into lessons and take out smaller group of students who may need extra support or challenge to act as peer mentors. These students have all completed the GCSE and achieved within the 7-9 grade and are supported by the class teacher to develop resources to instil good practice in students.
