Students will work in varying group sizes which will aid in the development of low, mid and high attaining students: Solo’s, Duo’s, Trio’s, Quartet’s and working together as a whole class. There are also quieter spaces for students to use for rehearsals.

Teacher role models’ expectations with some students being able to take more responsibility by taking on a Choreographer role.

For those who struggle with written work there is additional intervention and 1 to 1 support. Additionally, there are booklets, worksheets and guides to support lower attaining, SEN and EAL students.
