	Curriculum Intent: OCR Cambridge National Level 1-2 Child Development. 2022 Specification certificating in 2024
This will help develop independence and confidence in using skills that will be relevant to the Childcare sector. Working as a childcare professional needs an understanding of the care needs for children of all ages. This qualification will help to develop knowledge, understanding and skills that will support students in careing for children, starting from pre-conception through to children aged birth to five years. It is important that childcare settings provide a safe and nurturing environment to care for babies and young children, as well as providing activities and support to help them develop. This qualification allows students to gain knowledge and skills to help provide such an environment for children in their care
The qualification will also help develop learning and skills that can be used in other life and work situations, such as: 
• Research skills – for example, within the NEA set assignment students will need to complete research for equipment to help make decisions on which to choose and 
   explain why 
• Communication skills – for example, within the NEA set assignment students will need to make recommendations to the nursery on how accidents can be prevented.
Students can go on to study a range of qualifications in the childcare sector and Health & Social Care either here at SHSCC or at local colleges. Here at SHSCC we deliver the BTEC National Level 3 Extended Certificate (equivalent to 1 A Level) which is part of a larger qualification carrying a license to practice in the Childcare sector.
